April 04, 2025    Tokyo – Hiroshima 

After breakfast, check out of the hotel and transfer to 

Tokyo Station for your Bullet Train (Shinkansen) to 

Hiroshima to view the memorial of first atomic bomb 

that fell here during World War II.   

Visit Peace Park, Peace Park Museum, Bomb Dome. 

Learn about the aftermath of the atomic bombing of 

Hiroshima Ruins of Hiroshima after the detonation of a 

U.S. atomic bomb on August 6, 1945 during World War II 

Overnight in Hiroshima 

April 05, 2025   Hiroshima – Kyoto – Osaka 

After breakfast, check out and proceed on tour of 

Hiroshima visiting Miyajima Island & Itsukushima Shrine. 

Miyajima’s floating torii gate has become one of Japan’s 

most recognizable images as well as a famous 

sightseeing spot. Easily accessed from Hiroshima by train 

and ferry, the island is home to hundreds of wild deer as 

well as fresh oyster shacks and historic temple 

complexes. The island of Itsukushima is more commonly 

known as Miyajima, meaning ‘shrine island’, and is best 

known for Itsukushima Shrine, a UNESCO World Heritage 
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Site. After the tour, transfer to train station for bullet 

train to Kyoto.  Arrive Kyoto and Ryoanji Temple 

Overnight in Osaka 

April 06, 2025 Full day tour of Nara 

After breakfast, a full day tour by motor coach to Nara 

visiting Todaiji – houses the biggest wooden Statue of 

Buddha. 

Visit Nara Deer Park, Kasuga Grand Shrine-, Nara's most 

celebrated Shinto shrine. Kasuga Taisha was established 

at the same time as the capital and is dedicated to the 

deity responsible for the protection of the city. Also visit 

Naramachi-east of Nara Park, the narrow, winding 

streets of traditional merchant houses now host sweet 

shops, modern art galleries, hip cafes and boutique 

ryokan. With shops like Yu Nakagawa, Naramachi is a 

great place to find contemporary Nara crafts and stylish 

souvenirs. Overnight in Osaka. 

April 07, 2025 Full day tour of Kyoto 

After breakfast, a full tour of Kyoto by motor coach 

visiting the World Heritage Site of Nijo Castle. 

Visit Kinkaku-ji Temple with its beautiful golden 

Shariden, and the Kyoto Imperial Palace, which was used 

as the emperor’s residence until about 150 years ago.  

Walk around Gion where the bustling atmosphere of 

Kyoto is, and then experiencing first-hand Japanese 

culture.  

In the evening enjoy the Maiko Tea Ceremony 

Overnight in Osaka 

April 08, 2025 Full day tour of Osaka 

A full day tour of Osaka will bring you to Castle and 

Dotonbori shopping district. The Osaka Castle was built 

in the end of the 16th century by Toyotomi Hideyoshi, a 

well-known warlord.  
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Dotonbori is a large-scale downtown area along the 

south bank of the Dotonborigawa Canal. The Umeda Sky 

Building is the seventh-tallest building in Osaka City, 

Japan, and one of the city's most recognizable 

landmarks.

Overnight in Busan 

April 10, 2025     Full day trip to Gyeongju 

After breakfast, visit by motor coach to Gyeongju city 

visiting Bulguksa Temple, Bulguksa - A UNESCO World 

Heritage Site, Bulguksa Temple is a tourist destination 

that Koreans of all ages have visited at least once. It is a 

temple representing the Silla period and is in harmony 

with the beautiful natural scenery.  

Visit Gyochon Village (Woljeonggyo). Along the stone 

wall road, you can see the structure of a hanok and 

Woljeong Bridge above Muncheon stream.  Visit 

Daereungwon Tomb Complex -a cultural heritage site 

representing Gyeongju. Daereungwon is a densely 

populated area of large tombs of kings, queens, and 

aristocrats of the old Silla era.   Visit Hwangridan-gil is a 

street where you can feel the old atmosphere as old 

buildings from the 1960s have been preserved.  Visit 

Donggung Palace and Wolji Pond (Anapji Pond)- It is a 

palace site from the Unified Silla period and one of the 

representative ancient Korean structures. The palace 
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reflected in the lake boasts incomparable beauty. It is a 

must-see night view tourist attraction in Korea. 

Overnight in Busan 

April 11, 2025   Full day tour of Busan 

A full day tour of Busan.  Visit Haedong Yonggungsa 

Temple built in 1376 along the Busan shore line.  

Visit Taejongdae famous for its rock beach. Visit Busan 

Gamcheon Culture Village-formed by houses built in 

staircase-fashion on the foothills of a coastal mountain, 

this village is crowned the nickname "Machu Picchu of 

Busan. Visit Songdo Skywalk- enjoy a 365m long skywalk 

with magnificent view along the Songdo Beach. It is 

Korea's longest ocean sky walk which also has a glass 

bridge and you will be able to see the color of the ocean 

while the waves roll under your feet. You can also choose 

to take the Songdo Cable car and enjoy the breathtaking 

views of the city and coastline.  

April 12, 2025  Busan – Seoul 

After Breakfast, check out of the Hotel and Transfer early 

Morning fast train to Seoul. Arrive in Seoul and Transfer 

to Hotel. Later in the afternoon visit the Gyeongbokgung 

Palace, the largest of the “Five Grand Palaces”. Within 

the Palace grounds visit Jogyesa Temple dedicated to 

Buddhism and still influential today. 

Overnight in Seoul. 

April 13, 2025   Seoul 

Early Morning Depart by private Coach for Imjinggak at 

DMZ (Demilitarized Zone), see the Freedom Bridge and 

Mangbaeda which is an altar for the Koreans to come 

pay respect to their families in North Korea.  

After, transferring to the DMZ, we take a shuttle bus for 

a ride through the 3rd Tunnel and DORA Observatory. 

One can see parts of North Korea from the Observation 

deck. The Media Hall offers an insight of the disparities 

between the divided country.

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April 14, 2025    Seoul – Abroad 

Transfer to airport for your directly booked flight to 

abroad.

It is mandatory for passenger to make all cancellations in 

writing, stating the reason for cancellation and same 

must be received in our office. Most refunds generally 

take 6-8 weeks to process. 

TRAVEL DOCUMENTS:  It is the sole responsibility of 

each passenger/tourist to obtain and verify that all of 

their travel documents, such as passport, visa, and 

airline tickets, vaccination requirements etc are in order 

and meets the guidelines to embark on the trip. 

HEALTH: You must consult with your physician every 

important aspect of your health-related issues, including 

sea-sickness, motion sickness, vaccinations such as 

Yellow Fever, Hepatitis, malaria prophylaxis etc. to 

ensure that you are in good health to engage in overseas 

travel.

AIRLINE GROUP BOOKING AND SEAT ASSIGNMENTS: 

POLLINA TOURS makes the booking with the Group 

Department of the airline, which means all the group 

members must travel together to and from a common 

gateway, as one Group. The Group tickets are lower fare 

tickets and carry restrictions.
